The aim of such field events will be to expose stakeholders 
to a variety of dairy
 and related equipment in the market and to provide a forum for suppliers to showcase their products and to train farmers
, service providers and stockists on their use. An MOU will be negotiated with Land O’Lakes for all firms we shall engage with.  
I. Background:

Land O’ Lakes, Inc. with a grant by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), through the Kenya Food for Progress Dairy Development Program, is providing assistance in the development of the private dairy sector in Kenya. The goal of this project is to promote the growth of a competitive dairy sector in Eastern Province of Kenya to a level that can begin to meet local demand and allow export of dairy products to other countries. This is being accomplished by providing technical and training assistance to private dairy farmers, dairy farmer organizations, small and medium sized dairy processors and dairy-related commercial service providers so that they may develop skills and know-how to compete successfully in a free market domestically and internationally. Training and technical assistance is provided in co-operative development, dairy processing, dairy production, management and marketing skills.

II. Scope of Services
Land O’Lakes is seeking expressions of interest from firms with equipment for and capable of providing demos for:
1. Forage Chopping/Grinding 
Interested firms must show-
a) Ability to offer for sale to farmers/dairy stakeholders a range of suitable small, medium & large scale forage chopping
, mixing & milling equipment for use in ration preparation

b) Ability to carry out simultaneous demonstrations of the above equipment in several Kenya Food for Progress program areas of Eastern Province as called upon by Land O’Lakes, Inc.

c) Ability to carry out training of trainers’ sessions for independent service providers
, stockists &/or extension agents operating in Eastern Province of Kenya. 

d) Ability to train selected program beneficiaries on trouble shooting of the chopping
, mixing and, or grinding and related equipment
.

2. Milk Handling At Farm Level, Calf Rearing & Demonstrations of Milk Cooling and related equipment

Interested firms must show-
a) Ability to offer for sale a range of products suitable for small, medium & large scale dairy stakeholders, covering milk chilling equipment, dairy equipment cleaning products, dairy record systems, livestock recording accessories, udder hygiene  products for use by dairy farmers, farmer groups & milk bar operators, and related products.

b) Ability to carry out demonstrations of the above equipment in Kenya Food for Progress program areas of Eastern Province as called upon by Land O’Lakes, Inc.

c) Ability to train on technical topics ranging from clean milk production at farm level, hygienic milk handling and related dairy subject matter.

d) Ability to carry out training of trainers’ sessions for independent service providers &/or extension agents operating in Eastern Province of Kenya. 

e) Ability to train selected program beneficiaries on trouble shooting of the milk cooling equipment

f) Ability to prepare a cash flow analysis for the chilling plant for program beneficiaries.

g) Interested parties should, if called upon, be able to develop relevant schematic diagrams and the bill of quantities for milk collection centers.

h) Interested parties should be able to demonstrate ability of setting up chilling plants that are in compliance with statutory and recommended environmental requirements.
